Landscape screening plan indicating species and heights of plants.

Enclosures generally cannot encroach on any easements.

Enclosure walls shall be of sufficient height to screen the contents within it from public view including from neighboring 
residential properties, and adjacent public sidewalks and driveways.

Comments / Other Submittals Required:

Applicability:  Enclosures are required for all properties in which dumpsters and recyclables are permanently stored 
outdoors.  Regulations herein generally do not apply to single family homes duplex residences, and uses that are 
scheduled for curbside pickups.

Enclosure walls shall be generally made of masonry or materials compatible and complementary of the façade of the 
principal building.  Chain link fence enclosures are not allowed.

I understand that any missing or incomplete items or failure to clearly describe the proposed scope of work will cause this plan review 
to be delayed until the submittal is complete and/or the work is correctly described. Upon submittal of the remaining items, I understand 
that the plans are still subject to review by the Village and that corrective measures and/or additional information may be required.

Concrete pads shall be pitched a minimum of 1/4 inch per foot toward the front of the slab.

Final framing and inspection of the landscaping and bollards.

Masonry walls must bear on a trench foundation or equivalent capable of supporting 2,500 pounds per square inch.
Permit Fee:  $35.00; payable at the time of permit issuance.

Enclosures generally shall be screened with landscaping that provides year round screening.

Enclosures shall have at least two permanently mounted bollards capable of protection from damage by trucks.

Minimum Requirements:

Concrete pads shall have a minimum compressive strength of 3,500 pounds per square inch.

Enclosures shall have self closing solid gates or solid access doors.
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
